Dear Friends in Christ,
Life is full of surprises! This year I believed God was calling me to lead an IMPACT team to
Romania, but unfortunately a team did not come together. Instead, IMPACT needed a leader for
a Ugandan team and asked me to join them. So, I’ll be serving in Uganda, with a follow-up visit
to Romania.  
What? The Uganda IMPACT team is partnering with Care Corps International in a Children’s
Trauma Care Program in Gulu. We will be trained in a curriculum that includes play therapy, art,
music and both group and individual counseling for children traumatized by war and violence.
Following the team’s departure from Uganda, I will travel on to Romania to visit and encourage
Brandi Bates, another IMPACT ministry partner.
Why? Working with Care Corps, we will demonstrate the incarnational love of Christ that our
personal presence can provide. Care Corps' believes that addressing the emotional
psychological, and spiritual needs of children affected by trauma demonstrates Christ’s
redemptive love. In Romania, Brandi has started a Children’s Family Reading program in
libraries. I will participate in this and other ministries there. 
Will you help send me? I have committed to raising $4050 for this trip, so I hope you’ll help
me, financially and with prayer. By supporting me you participate in sharing God's love and the
gospel in Uganda and Romania. When I greet people on a short-term mission trip, I bring
blessings from my church and supporters.
